[bookmark: _GoBack]2011 General Fund Expenditure is $2,119,225 which is $14,385 or a 0.68% increase over 2011.  The Village Board approved an increase in the Levy for 2011 of 3%.  However, tax bills in the Village this year decreased as the Village which is 100% developed is a decreasing percentage of both the County and School's total tax levy.
  
Your portion of the property tax bill that goes to the Village is primarily spent on the General Fund which is comprised of Public Safety, Public Works, Recreation, Conservation/Development and General Government.  Debt Services and Capital Projects are also funded by property taxes.  In the 2011 Budget, 64% of the General Fund comes from property tax.  The rest is collected from fees, investments, grants, charges for services and state aid.
