James Dahl, 4752 N. 127 Street – asked if anyone has seen the caboose in the last month; does Village Board find it attractive?  He prefers to have it at Park.


John Gregovich, 12825 W. Stark – not in favor of caboose at Clarke House, the caboose goes against zoning codes.  1. Distance between premises and 2. Second accessory use. 


Carl Sabourin, 12818 W. Stark Street - Wants to see caboose at Park,  the kids would enjoy it there.
