Snow Emergency...FAQ

	Snow Emergencies are declared by the Village President when the Police, Fire or Department of Public Works requests the Emergency.  The Village declared the emergency for Tuesday and Wednesday nights.  The Village had 99% compliance for the snow emergency with no tickets or warnings issues.  
 
Thank you to all who moved your cars or parked them in the two lots which are designated for snow emergency parking.
 
FAQ's
 
How do I know when a Snow Emergency will be issued?
The Village will post notice with Channels 4, 6 and 12.  The Village also posts notice on Local channel 25, and on the Village Website.
 
How long does the snow emergency last?
The Emergency can run from 6PM-6AM as the Village does not restrict street parking during the daytime.
 
Where can I park when the Village declares a Snow Emergency?
The Village has two designated areas for you to park.  The Municipal parking lot located at 126th and Derby and down at the upper parking lot at the Village Park.
 
Why does the Village declare a Snow Emergency?
The Village declares a snow emergency to allow the Village DPW to plow the side streets more effectively and efficiently by not having to work around parked cars or having to come back hours or days later to clean up where a parked car was sitting.
 
It also allows more room for plows and emergency vehicles to gain access to the side streets which tend to become more congested with heavy snow falls.  In the past the Village has had issues with getting the Fire equipment down side streets as they have a very wide turn radius.
